SUBJECT: Lake Champlain Basin Program, Vermont and New York, Section 542 of the Water 
Resources Development Act of 2000 Design and Construction Model Agreement 

1. Reference is made to CENAD-PD-C memorandum to the Commander, Headquarters, US 
Army Corps of Engineers (HQUSACE), dated 24 April 2018, subject: New York District­
Revised General Management Plan for the Section 542 Environmental Assistance Program for 
the Lake Champlain Watershed and Request for Approval of the Model Project Partnership 
Agreement. 

2. Enclosed for your use is the model agreement for design and construction assistance under 
the authority of Section 542 of WRDA 2000, Lake Champlain Watershed. The Division 
Commander has the authority to approve agreements conforming to the model or agreements 
that have non-substantive changes. Division Counsel concurrence that the agreement is 
appropriate for use for design and construction assistance and that the agreement does not 
deviate from the subject model, or that such deviations are non-substantive, is required prior to 
approval. The Division Commander has the authority to delegate signature authority for 
agreements conforming to the model or with non-substantive deviations to the District 
Commander. Agreements with substantive deviations must be coordinated with the HQUSACE 
North Atlantic Division Regional Integration Team for review and approval by HQUSACE. 

3. The General Management Plan (GMP) is an overarching decision document for 
implementation of the Lake Champlain Watershed program. A Letter Report approved by the 
District Engineer will serve as a decision document supporting the design and construction 
assistance agreement for each individual project and will be addressed in Article I.A. of the 
agreement. Integral and betterment determinations are subject to approval by the Division 
Commander.
