• For purposes of computation of impacts, 
compensatory mitigation requirements, and other 
resource protection measures, a permit decision 
made on the basis of a PJD will treat all aquatic 
resources that would be affected in any way by the 
permitted activity on the site as jurisdictional aquatic 
resources. 

• When the Corps provides a PJD, or authorizes an 
activity based on a PJD, the Corps is making no 
legally binding determination of any type regarding 
whether jurisdiction exists over the particular aquatic 
resource in question. 

• Remains valid for period of five years • Do not have expiration dates (see RGL 05-02).
